NEW COMPUTER EDUCATION CENTER DIRECTOR AT SHERMAN
SCHOOL EMPHASIZING COMPUTER SKILLS FOR KIDS, GROWN-UPS

etting Shaw Neighborhood chil-

dren and adults skilled in using

the computer is a top priority for
the new director of the Community
Education Center at Sherman School. Pat
Frost, named late last summer to direct the
CEC at Sherman, has an extensive back-
ground in computers and computer educa-
tion. Frost is a native of Kansas City. For
several years she was manager of a large
home improvement retail store in the
Washington, DC area. From 1994 to 2001
she was director of computer services for
Maritz Market Research, Inc., a subsidiary
of the Fenton-based business travel and
incentive firm.

Frost has been a computer skills instruc-
tor for the Sanford-Brown College, and in
1998 helped Sherman Principal Juanita
Doggett set up a computer lab for young-
sters at Sherman. She also established and
still operates a Saturday morning computer
workshop at the Blaine Avenue Church of
God in the McReetown Neighborhood.
Since 1998, she has placed more than 75
computers in the homes of McReetown
children and adults through the program

The CEC at Sherman is an extensive
“after-hours” effort that uses the building
to bring a number of programs to children
and adults in the wider community. “I’m
pleased to say we’ll be offering Microsoft
Excel, Work and Power Point classes both
mornings and evenings,” Frost says. “But
we have lots more to offer.” For children,
there will be open gymnasium time and
also a Boy Scout Troop for boys 11-18.

For adults, there are GED classes,
resume-writing and job-search
instructions, plus a Food Club to help with
grocery buying, meal planning and
cooking. Adults and families can sign up
for drug prevention workshops, and health
and wellness programs. Frost is also
prepared to help families of persons who
are incarcerated.

This year Shaw hosted approximately
800 visitors. All the display homes were
single residences, and their styles were
very diverse; Contemporary, Arts and
Crafts, Traditional, and Victorian. We were
able to get some great publicity, garnering
interviews on Shaw resident McGraw
Milhaven’s KTRS radio show, the Red
radio station, Show Me St. Louis, and
Sunday morning Channel 2 News.
Although all the final bills and payments
are not in yet, our accounting is pointing to
approximately $8000 in profit.

activism. How poignant that we have a
notorious example in our past - socialist
activist Kate Richards O’Hare resided at
3955 Castleman from 1913 to 1917.

Touted as the most radical public figure

in pre-World War I St. Louis, “Red Kate”
spoke for victims of oppression, especially
poor working women, and against
entrenched economic and political inter-
ests. She worked tirelessly with local pro-
gressives for social change, but unlike

Ibelieve there might be an extra spark in
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most middle-class women she did cast her
reform agenda in partisan terms. O’Hare

was a socialist and editor of the National
Rip-Saw, a socialist monthly published in
St. Louis.

In 1910, Kate O’Hare ran for a congres-
sional seat on the Socialist ballot, and in
1913 she represented the party at the
Second International in London. In 1917,
as chair of the party’s Committee on War
and Militarism, she spoke coast-to-coast
against U.S. entry into World War 1. She
was indicted under the Federal Espionage
Act and imprisoned in the Missouri State
Penitentiary with fellow activist Emma
Goldman. In 1920, as the culmination of a
nationwide campaign by socialists and
civil libertarians, her sentence was com-
muted; she later received a full pardon
from President Calvin Coolidge.

O’Hare’s distress over conditions for
female prisoners sparked a life-long cru-

She
spent those years firming her ideals and
beliefs and left the community stronger
than when she arrived. I honor the spirit of
Red Kate, who leaves a legacy to inspire
subsequent generations of Shaw activists.

ing WWII and before I-44 bisected the
neighborhood, leaving it almost mortally
wounded. I lived at 3833 DeTonty. From
Blaine on the north to Flora Place on the
South, 39th Street bustled with business.
At Blaine and 39th the Petite Lounge
offered music on Friday and Saturday
nights. “Little Eat More” restaurant was
open 24 hours. Seigel’s Shoe Store and
Miller’s Dry cleaners along with
Woolworth’s (where I lied about my age to
get my first job!) were in the next block.
The Velvet Freeze at McRee and 39th,
Schoenberg’s “Super Market” at 39th and
Lafayette, Flotkin’s 39th Street Market at
DeTonty and 39th.

Between DeTonty and Shaw, Radine’s

beauty shop and a barbershop commanded
the East Side of the block. On the West
Side I remember the sophisticated
Paragon Shop for ladies, a drug store,
Ehnes pastry Shop and, most important,
the “Shaw Show”. A quarter got you a
movie, and either popcorn, or candy and
soda. Often there were yo-yo contests
before the movie. On Saturday night and
Sunday morning, newsboys hawked their
papers on this corner. In cold weather they
built a fire in a trashcan to keep warm.
They also pushed their noisy delivery
carts up and down the streets, metal
wheels clattering over streets; some of
which were still brick.

Memory fails me about the stores south
of Shaw. However, I do know that the

building at 39th and Flad, Surprise Florist,
was for more than 50 years, Watkin’s
Market. Ripley’s Drug Store was at 39th
and Shenandoah. Tiny confectioneries dot-
ted the neighborhood. I spent my money at
Flavin’s on Klemm across from
Mullanphy School. Helen and Al’s was on
Lawrence between Botanical and
Shenandoah. Robertson’s Confectionery at
Flad and 39th, catty corner from St.
Margaret’s was the big one, providing
counter service.

Many streets boasted their own little
shopping enclaves. At Thurman and
Shenandoah stores included Patrick’s
Variety Store, a jewelry store, a tiny
Kroger store, a couple of shoe repair
shops, two beauty shops, a barber shop,
three taverns, and a liquor store!

Other “full service” markets were scat-
tered throughout the neighborhood. Many

owned the building and her kids and fami-
lies lived in the other units. Relatives clus-
tered along single blocks.

Within our little world kids roamed the
streets and alleys, playing “local” games.
In “Alley Ball”, using ash pits and light
posts as bases, players learned to hit that
ball straight up the middle. If a ball flew
into someone’s yard, it was three outs! At
dinnertime on summer evenings, children
were called home in various ways: a shout,
a bell, a slide whistle. My Mom cupped
her hands around her mouth and let out a
shrill whistle which could not be mistaken

Those alleys provided other amusement
— looking for treasures in the ash pits and,
for the brave, hunting rats and shooting
them with BB guns — I did not participate!
At one point the city decided to gas the
rats with carbon monoxide. Of course, the
rats died in their runs. There was a stench
for weeks!

With strong churches, excellent schools,
adults watching out for us, our world was
safe. Feet, streetcars and a few buses pro-

“ran tabs” to be settled on payday. At
Russell and Thurman Tastee Freeze was
a summer destination for bike riders. Shaw
Drug at Shaw and Thurman provided our
contraband Mad Comics which we pooled
funds to buy.

Taverns sprinkled the neighborhood
and, in the ‘50’s, kids still made their
Dad’s beer run, bringing home a bucket
full of beer. More than one skimmed a bit
of froth off the top before reaching home!

Milk was delivered to our doors-which
were never locked. Many people still had
iceboxes and horses pulled the ice wagon.
A vegetable truck sold produce from the
back. The tamale man and the scissors
grinder, Gaglio Ducci, pushed their carts
through the neighborhood.

Many of the 4 family flats sheltered
extended families. Perhaps Grandma

vided transportation. We left the confines
of Shaw Neighborhood for trips to the
Highlands Amusement Park, to Public
School Stadium on the city’s north side for
football games-walking home afterward—
-downtown for the VP parade in the fall
and to see the wonderful window displays
at Christmas time. On hot summer nights
families often “slept out” in the various
parks, including Reservoir Park on Grand.

It was the best of times; however, omi-
nous changes lurked around the corner in
Shaw Neighborhood.
